
Pastor’s Column
Whenever we hold an 

Inquirer’s Class at St. Andrew, I 
have the privilege of describing 
some of the beliefs that are basic 
to Presbyterian theology. I had 
occasion to do so a�er worship on 
January 17, and have continued to 
think about some of the basics of 

our faith. For example, the first question and answer in 
the Westminster Shorter Catechism go like this: Q. What 
is the chief end of human life? A. The chief end of human 
life is to glorify God and to enjoy God forever.

The catechism reminds us of the basic fact that we 
belong not to ourselves, but to God, and that all of life 
is to be centered in serving and thereby glorifying God. 
John Calvin once wrote:

  We are not our own:  let not our reason nor our 
will, therefore, sway our plans and deeds. We are not 
our own: let us therefore not set it as our goal to seek 
what is expedient for us according to the flesh. We are 
not our own: in so far as we can, let us therefore forget 
ourselves and all that is ours.

  Conversely, we are God’s:  let us therefore live for 
him and die for him. We are God’s: let his wisdom and 
will therefore rule all our actions. We are God’s: let all 
the parts of our life accordingly strive toward him as our 
only lawful goal.... 

(Institutes of the Christian Religion, III.7.1)
As we embark on the journey through another year, 

we are urged to approach life with these convictions 
foremost in our thinking. Think what a difference it 
would make were we to make decisions based on the 
conviction that our lives belong not to ourselves, but to 
God. Think what a difference it would make in the realm 
of our relationships with others, in our homes, in our 
schools and offices, and in our church.

The first question and answer of the Heidelberg 
Catechism make a similar point. Q. What is your only 
comfort, in life and in death? A. That I belong—body and 
soul, in life and in death—not to myself but to my faithful 
Savior, Jesus Christ.... May 2010 be a year in which we 
grow in this good news!
