
Associate Pastor’s Column
Dear Friends,

I’ve been thinking a lot about stories lately. The number 
one way the human brain is engaged is through story. 
There’s nothing like hearing a good story told well.  Stories 
are one of the surest ways of touching the human spirit, as 
well as ge�ing us lost in another reality, whether it be good 
or bad (which is probably why we like movies so much). 
Six billion of us live on the earth, each of us with a unique 

story full of failure and success, sorrow and joy, tragedy and healing, despair 
and hope.  All of us have a story that tells who we are.

One of my favorite authors is a man named Donald Miller. A�er several 
fruitless a�empts to be a successful writer, Miller finally found success with 
his widely popular and bestselling book Blue Like Jazz: Nonreligious Thoughts on 
Christian Spirituality. But, unexpectedly, his life just went on as usual. Waiting for 
a sense of euphoria that he expected to accompany living a story as a successful 
writer, he sat at home everyday and gained a lot of weight from eating ice cream 
while watching Oprah on TV. He had basically checked out and didn’t see his 
life as very interesting at all. Well, through a series of events and conversations 
that followed, Miller found himself asking what the basic essence of a story is. 
What he finally came to understand was this: “Story is a character that wants 
something and overcomes conflict to get it.” He realized that what he was living 
was no longer a narrative. He wasn’t living a story; he wasn’t a character that 
wanted something and was overcoming conflict to get it. Instead, what he was 
actually living was random experiences; his life had just become noise. 

I share this with you because our stories tell who we are. What do you want 
your story to tell the rest of us, your family and friends, the world, and God? 
While we certainly don’t want our lives to become noise, we need to remember 
that our stories are part of God’s larger story that tells of God’s creation and 
redemption, providing us a picture of God’s character as revealed in Jesus 
Christ. Although they differ in details, our stories are also interconnected with 
each other’s and we do share some major issues:  Living our identity as beloved 
children of God, using our God-given gi�s for the benefit of the world, taking 
leaps of faith, growing through the inevitability of conflict, being uncomfortable 
in order for others to find comfort, reflecting and sharing God’s grace, openness 
to the Holy Spirit, realizing what is worth living for and what is worth dying 
for.

In community we discover a story that is shared by us all because of what 
God has done for the whole world in Jesus Christ. The Holy Spirit is always 
inviting us to live into and live out this story in which each of us has a unique 
and sanctified part. What if we, as followers of Christ, stopped asking the world 
to tell us stories and began to tell be�er stories ourselves? Are we expecting life 
to serve us or are we expecting to serve life?  What is the story burning within 
you to tell with your life?
