In my Pastor’s

Column two
months ago, I
talked about

some of the
content in the
Adult Inquirer’s
Class, which
is held several
times a year. I'd like now to continue that
conversation by highlighting another of the central

beliefs in the Reformed tradition, namely, our belief in

the holy catholic church. This is a great leveler and a

call to approach the ministry of the Presbyterian Church

with humility.

What we are about here at St. Andrew and in
the Presbyterian Church (U. S. A.) is participation in
something that is much larger than ourselves. One of the
most frequently asked questions in the Inquirer’s Class
is “What does the Apostles” Creed mean by saying that we believe in
the catholic church? The word catholic means universal and what we
confess in this article of the creed is that we understand that the church is
much, much larger than what happens in the congregation at the corner
of Oak and Bolivar in Denton, Texas. In fact, it is much larger than the
Presbyterian Church and all the churches in the Reformed tradition. I
find this humbling, because it reminds me that we Presbyterians have
not cornered the market on truth, and we are but one small part of a
community of Christians in all times and places and cultures across the
world.

One concrete way that this is lived out in our life together has to do
with the way we receive new members by transfer of letter from another
church, often from a different tradition altogether. We do so because
we understand that we are not above other churches. Rather, we stand
alongside other churches, as brothers and sisters in Christ, within the
larger framework of the holy catholic church. We do not re-baptize
anyone, or insist that a person jump through certain Presbyterian hoops
before becoming a member. That is, we recognize the validity of other
congregations, knowing that they, too, are part of the community known
as the holy catholic church.

In a world that is as fractured as ours, this article of the creed brings
me hope and comfort. There is at least one place on earth where we can set
aside our partisan bickering and divisive pronouncements, and join our
hands and voices with Christians throughout the world in the ministry of
Jesus Christ. Thanks be to God!
