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Friends,
 Over the past few years, I’ve 
observed how society, in many 
ways, has abandoned our youth. 
Society has said to our teenagers that 
inclusion in community requires 

them to perform, conform, and/or portray a certain 
image. If they fulfill these roles then we will welcome 
them. Well, ministry with youth will never truly thrive 
if we place those conditions on them. What happens if 
they don’t perform, conform, or portray a certain image? 
Will we just kick them to the curb? The bo�om line of 
what youth are feeling these days is this: “I’m so afraid 
of being alone.” And many of them are alone. As today’s 
society has fragmented more and more, children and 
youth have go�en lost and are learning how to be adults 
on their own. There has simply not been enough adult 
involvement and support to keep youth safe, supported, 
loved, and, perhaps most importantly, not alone.

In ancient Israel, when it came to the love and care of 
youth, something formative took place. While parents 
were certainly the touch point in raising children in the 
Jewish community, they weren’t alone. It was the work 
of a bigger community; literally a “household” of people, 
which typically consisted of 50-100 people. Youth were 
surrounded with people commi�ed to pouring into 
their lives. The good news here is that the Church has 
and can still do the same. Many churches, unfortunately, 
have fallen away from this. St. Andrew, fortunately, has 
not. In fact, St. Andrew has commi�ed to investing in a 
worldwide and eternal movement of taking a stand for 
youth and including them in our life together. One of 
the biggest reasons why I have and do my job as a youth 
pastor is because I want nothing more than to assure 
youth that they are not alone, but in fact are surrounded 
by people waiting to pour love into their lives; love that 
is in fact the very love of God shining through those who 
hold the conviction that youth belong.

Youth ministry is largely about inviting young people 
into a way of life. From the earliest record of the biblical 
testament, God has called people to show their children 
a pa�ern and rhythm of life that is receptive to God’s 
love. Jewish people were instructed to model, teach, and 
instruct God’s way to their children (Deuteronomy 6:7; 
11:19). We read in Proverbs how the first task of parents 
is to train their children in a way of life devoted to God
