Changes in The Treehouse Program
  The Treehouse began 16 years ago with the mission to serve the needs of at-risk 
elementary aged children a� er school. It employed a part-time director, with many 
willing volunteers to help meet the needs of the students from one elementary 
school campus. The program grew, eventually employing three part-time staff  
members and serving children from three elementary school campuses. As the 
program grew in children served and staff  employed, the cadre of volunteers 
dwindled to fewer than half a dozen.
  As you may know, the session has been addressing a signifi cant budget shortfall 
this year and the decision to make signifi cant changes to The Treehouse program 
was a result of a multi-commi� ee decision from the personnel commi� ee, the 
mission commi� ee and the stewardship and interpretation commi� ee. Last week 
the session met to deal with the ongoing defi cit, and with the input from the three 
commi� ees named, they voted to make the following changes at The Treehouse:
• to reduce the staff  employed to a single part-time director,
• to reduce the number of at-risk children served to 13, and
• to increase substantially the use of volunteers.
  The changes will cut the budget defi cit to $17,000 for the year, as well as give 
us breathing room in next year’s budget. In addition, the mission commi� ee has 
begun looking for grants and alternative forms of funding for this program.
  As we work through these changes, the session asks that you pray for The 
Treehouse program, its board of directors, and for Stephanie Raesz, as she leads 
the reshaping of the program this fall.
Most importantly, the session asks that you prayerfully consider stepping up to the plate 

when the call goes out―the call to serve the 13 at-risk elementary children 
in St. Andrew’s Treehouse.

   I want to report an encouraging trend in our 
congregation. Current year pledges are running at 
111% year-to-date. What a wonderful expression of 
your support to the life and ministry of St. Andrew 
Presbyterian Church! Your generosity is greatly 
appreciated, and it’s going a long way toward 
keeping the church fiscally sound. Thank you for 
your faithfulness.
   I also want to thank the commi�ees of our church 
and the Session for being good stewards of the dollars 
commi�ed to their care. As you are aware, they 
have taken some difficult steps recently to reduce 
our budget deficit significantly. This has affected 
everything from program budgets, to mission 
giving, to staff cuts. The commi�ees and Session of 
our church have been extremely faithful in adapting 
our spending pa�erns to our income, and they have 
followed a difficult path to do so. The deficit for 
this year, due to their actions, has decreased from 
approximately $90,000 to $17,000.
   A third thing I’d like to say in this regard is that your 
time and talent are greatly needed in the ongoing 
ministry of the church. Sometimes we give by writing 
a check, but at other times, we give by sharing the 
gi�s God has given each of us for ministry. With a 
decreased staff, due to budget reductions, your time 
and talent are needed more than ever.
