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Associate Pastor’s Column

“Youth is a precious wine that is usually drunk in a dirty
glass.” These words were spoken by a French novelist named
Irene Nemirovsky who died at the age of 39 in Auschwitz,
Nazi Germany occupied Poland. She was killed by the Nazis
for being classified as a Jew under the racial laws, which did
not take into account her conversion to Roman Catholicism.
As a minister who works primarily with youth, these words
strike a chord as I continually try to empower youth, as well
as adults to come alongside youth, in today’s church.

I was reminded how true Nemirovsky’s words are as I
spent a week with 15 of our high school students (along with
35 students from other churches) as they gave their love,
commitment, energy, and joy to serve the community of Red
Lake Reservation in Minnesota. This was our fourth mission
trip with Youthworks, an organization that specializes in
empowering young people to do mission work in our world.
Each year, I grow more impressed with the work they are
doing in this country through the lives of teenagers. They
definitely understand how precious youth are, and there is
no dirty glass when it comes to empowering them to be the
church right now.

I couldn’t be more impressed with how each student in our
widely diverse group from St. Andrew set aside their own

agendas, desires, and needs to fully immerse themselves in
the experience and relationships. All week, our students had
great passion and vigor for their work projects and mission
goals — they worked alongside three other churches leading
a “Kids Club” program for underprivileged children,
cleaned up an old Catholic mission school and convent, did
yard work for a women’s shelter, spent time with the elderly
in nursing homes, performed various home repair projects
including painting, staining decks, yard work, and clearing
out a family’s garage after it was destroyed by bears. They
participated in communal living tasks (meal preparation,
clean up crew, etc.), they laughed and cried with each other,
they played with joy, and even got to witness a Chippewa
Tribe “Pow Wow” as the Native Americans celebrated their
independence.

These high school students took advantage of every
moment to serve and help further build God’s kingdom. It
was an undeniably clear statement of how precious today’s
youth are and how we must continue to let them know in
everything we do that they are a vital part of Christ’s church
right here, right now. May we have a clean glass as we
embrace all that they are and everything they can give.
