For those of you who remember Emily Pulley, a former soprano soloist in
the chancel choir, you'll be glad to know that she will be singing with us at St.
Andrew on Reformation Sunday, October 25, 2009.

We have three new section leader soloists in the chancel choir this fall;
Joe Rinaldi, our baritone, is already familiar to most of us. We’re delighted
to welcome all of them to the chancel choir.

Soprano Soloist - Laurissa Backlin graduated from Wheaton College
with a Bachelor of Music degree and from Temple University with a
Master of Music degree. She moved to Denton from Collingswood, New
Jersey, to a end UNT as a doctoral candidate, where she’s a student of
Dr. Lynn Eustis. Laurissa has taught private voice lessons for the past
nine years and enjoys singing on a freelance basis. She is excited to be a
section leader in the chancel choir and is looking forward to ge ing to
know more people at St. Andrew.

Mezzo Soprano Soloist - Lindsey Johnson was born in Minneapolis,
Minnesota. She a ended Luther College in Decorah, lowa for her BA
in Music and is currently a first-year Master’s of Music student at UNT,
studying with Dr. Lynn Eustis. A er she completes her Master’s degree,
Lindsey would like to travel, perform, and teach; she’s eager to return
to Europe a er having spent seven months in Germany and Austria.
Lindsey’s interests outside the world of music include sailing, skiing,
socializing, baby-si ing, and pet-si ing. Her parents, younger brother,
dog, and cats currently reside in Plymouth, Minnesota.
