
Associate’s Pastor’s Column
A preacher once said that “it might have 

been crowded and a li�le smelly inside Noah’s 
ark, but the folks inside knew it was be�er to 
be on board than not.” This is a great reminder 
when we consider our life together in the 
church. Journeying together isn’t always easy 
– we o�en disagree, have different visions 
and perspectives, and can easily lose sight of 

God’s guidance. But, just as the ark saved Noah and his family 
from drowning, so does the church have a similar impact on our 
lives. Most would say it does even more than just save us from 
drowning in a world that is filled with devastating flood waters—
it gives us a space where we can learn to live together, embrace 
our identity as a redeemed humanity, and live out our identity in 
ways that calm the floods that o�en surround us. To put it in more 
familiar terms, how we live out our identity as followers of Jesus 
Christ does nothing less than further build God’s kingdom in this 
world here and now.

As I listened to the various testimonies given at the Ministry 
Celebration Luncheon on November 8th as part of St. Andrew’s 
stewardship season, I was filled with a profound appreciation for 
how our church offers people so many different opportunities 
to recognize their identity in Christ; as gi�s from God whose 
purpose in life is to discover the longing of God and serve God 
with thanksgiving in the messy relationships of our life together. 
At the center of it all, we want to know who we are and what we 
are made for. What an incredible gi� to be part of a community 
that carves out space to experiment with what that can look like 
in our time.

So, if you find yourself frustrated or discouraged at times, 
thinking that being in this “ark” called the church feels too crowded 
or has a bad stench, I encourage you to look at if from a different 
perspective. Christ never said any of this would be easy, but he did 
say to not be afraid and assured us that he would be near. We’re 
not blind to the church’s failings—it can be hypocritical, hurtful, 
and clumsy, which is no surprise because it’s full of sinful people. 
But it is Christ’s church and we are incredibly blessed to be part of 
it. It’s where we come to meet God and to hear God’s word spoken, 
taught and affirmed. Church allows us a place to sing praises to 
God, to serve others, and to be challenged. Above all, church fills 
us up so we can go out and share the goodness of our Lord, who is 
more gracious than we can imagine. Christ has invited us to hang 
on tight and enjoy the adventure…and it sure is be�er to be on 
board than not.
